A Gathering of Eagles I

On March 17, 2007, a diverse group of
motorcycle riders from all over the country
converged on Washington, DC as a counter
balance to the anti-war protests of the Cindy
Sheehan group and the Jane Fonda group.
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Riders in attendance included the Viet Nam
Vets MC, the Legacy Vets MC, Nam
Knights MC, Second Brigade MC, Military
Vets MC, Desert Knights MC, Booze
Fighters MC, Leather Necks MC, Patriot
Guard Riders, and Rolling Thunder®. The
impetus behind the gathering was a "rumor"
on the internet that the protesters planned to
spray paint the Viet Nam Wall. This could
not be allowed.
